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There are three events going on in February that 
are of significance: Transfiguration Sunday, Ash 
Wednesday, and Valentineôs Day.  All of them 
have to do with love. 
 

I remember being a young pastor and telling an 
old theologian that I was going to do a renewal of 
wedding vows for couples on Valentineôs day, 
which happened to fall that year on a Sunday.  He 
snapped back that it was a horrible idea because 
Valentineôs Day is a fantasy about romantic love 
and thatôs not what true love is all about.  I needed 
to change the renewal of vows to June when it 
could be separated from what has now become a 
pagan holiday. 
 

Valentineôs Day happens to fall on Transfiguration 
Sunday which is a perfect day to renew wedding 
vows, because the two go together. We need to 
be reminded of what true love looks like: Jesus 
Christ and Him crucified for us.  That is the love 
that transforms us.  That is the model of love that 
we follow into Lent. 
 

That is the power of JesusðHe makes all things 
new!  You are a new creation in Jesus Christ.  His 
love covers a multitude of sins and it is never too 
late to start over, to turn over a new leaf!  He is our 
hope, our joy, our rock, our salvation.  This is the 
Lenten Journey!

engage in a heated political debate. But friends 
and family didnôt seem to miss her comments. 
Plus, God replaced the energy sheôd spent 
attempting to correct others with energy and 
creativity to positively influence them. 
A critical spirit can make us lose perspective, joy 
and even relationships. It also can prevent the 
good work God wants to achieve through us. 
Consider what could happen as a result of your 
own ñcriticalness fast.ò Pray for God to do the 
correcting while you focus on building up others.

The Churché has, as it were, a double life, both 
in heaven and on earth.
